Dave Colt called meeting to order, all present made introductions, 12 certified athletic trainers were present, 11 athletic training students were present.

SECRETARY’S REPORT:  Report was distributed, no changes were made.  Motion to accept minutes as written by Cheryl Cundy, seconded by Michelle Boyd, motion passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  No report was presented.

COMMITTEE REPORT’S:  No reports were presented.

ANNUAL MEETING:  Thanks to Morgan Simpson for all his work in researching venues for future sites.

NATA ANNUAL MEETING:  D. Colt expresses thanks to Michelle Padgett who is the host committee chair for the event in St. Louis.

LEGISLATIVE AFFAIRS:  D. Colt states that the Day at the Hill had a turn out of approximately 70-80 people, there was no athletic training bill this year.  Discussion of changing wording, but was not attempted this session.  Change would have been to change word athlete to patient.  The SLTA was in favor of these changes to help them with the problems they are encountering.  A conference call was held with about 15 AT’s in the St. Louis region, along with D. Colt and E. McDonnell.  Executive board of MoATA came to these conclusions:  1) It is a reimbursement issue in the clinical setting, 2) need of the AT’s to be recognized by CMS.

Chuck Kimmel, Terry Noonan, and Eric McDonnell stopped in and stated their hellos, as well as commented on the new Involve/Evolve program the NATA has started.  

BOARD OF DIRECTORS:  District dues are $20, half of which goes to the state, considering increasing this by $10 to help offset registration and food expenses for district symposiums.  Also looking at centralizing meeting to either Omaha, Lincoln, or Des Moines, along with the possibility of video conferencing in the future.
