COMMITTEE REPORTS

· College/University – Rex Sharp, 4 major points of discussion include 1) MRSA, 2) sudden cardiac death syndrome, 3) sickle cell task force, 4) Heat illness study by Mike Farraro to finich up in January.  Next years meeting will be held in Washington, DC so members can meet with legislators.

· CIC – David Compton,  reports that “Day in the Life of” presentations are available on website, to educate people on other athletic training settings, return on investment study still active.

· Honors/Awards – still need people to be nominated for such.

· C.U./ATS – no essay contest winner as reported by Gary Ward, Michelle Boyd reports that topics for St. Louis are being discussed.

Advisory board about what an athletic trainer is, and if there is no resolution to the issue, legislation may be the next step.  H.B. 780 changes the definition of a Chiropractor.  Athletic training day at the Capitol was the best ever, biggest showing of A.T.’s to date.  PAC funds are growing low.
